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Reception will be using the ‘White Rose’ scheme of learning, focussing on:
Match, sort, compare- Children will learn skills in matching images, sorting objects in a variety of ways and comparing quantities. 
Measure- Children will be introduced to the concepts of mass, size and capacity and be given several opportunities to consolidate their understanding of these concepts.
Number- Children will develop a deep understanding of numbers to 3. 
Personal, Social and Emotional development (including relationship education)
 Created and loved by God
Children will learn about how they are special and loved by God. They will also learn strategies in positive self-talk, managing emotions and healthy lifestyle choices. 
We will establish codes of behaviour and develop class rules and expectations.  
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Children will participate in the school Read Write Inc. Phonics program each day to develop their reading and writing skills and will take home books to match their phonics knowledge.
Children will be given opportunities to retell stories through role play and props, and be given the skills to follow simple picture recipes.
Children will be given many opportunities for writing including through role play, writing letters, recipes and CVC words writing practise.
Communication and Language
Children will use Talk 4 Writing to listen to, role play, write about and understand stories of ‘Handa’s surprise, ‘The Gruffalo’ and ‘We are going on a leaf hunt’. 
Children will be given opportunities to share their interests with the class, learn essential speaking and  listening skills and understand why they are important.
Religious Education
Creation and the covenant
Children will be exploring the Creation story and learning about the Covenant. 
Children will have opportunities to hear about the creation story, and find out what Catholic’s believe and how they celebrate creation.  


Expressive Arts and Design
Children will learn to use a wide provision of tools, learning how to use safely and for different purposes.  
Children will explore the works of Andy Goldsworthy and use this to inspire creative seasonal artworks created using objects from nature. 
Opportunities will be given for children to develop their own narrative through role play using our café and bedroom role play areas.
Children will participate in weekly music sessions with Miss Howard to explore body percussion and the many different sounds we can make. 
Physical development
Children will be given opportunities to develop their fine motor skills through continuous provision and handwriting tasks. 
Children will participate in weekly Sport sessions with Mr Sakr to develop gross motor, coordination and strength. 
Children will also participate in weekly gymnastics sessions with their class teacher.
Children will also be given opportunities to participate in yoga and supported to develop gross motor, agility and strength skills through play.
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This term children will take time to see themselves as a valuable individual, and develop a deep understanding of self. Children will create self-portraits and discuss their external and internal character traits. 
Children will create all about me books that describe their likes, dislikes, family, heritage and culture. Children will also have opportunities to showcase changes they notice from when they were a baby to now. They will share celebrations and traditions within the class community, including harvest  and birthdays.
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
