	Listen and respond appropriately to adults and their peers
	· Listen to others one to one or in small groups when a conversation interests them. 
· To focus attention – still listen or do, but can shift own attention.
· To be able to follow directions.
· To understand humour e.g. nonsense rhymes and jokes.
· To listen attentively and in a range of situations.
· To respond to instructions involving a 2 part sequence.
· To follow instructions involving several ideas or actions.
	· Able to concentrate on the person talking and to ignore background noise and movement which is not relevant to the situation.
· Understand 2 – 3 part instructions that may include time concepts for example, first, before, after or when.
	· Know the key points they need to focus on in order to answer a question.
· Understand complex 2 – 3 part instructions.
	· Be able to listen to complex information and work out most of the key information.
· Recognise the cause and effect method of spoken instructions, that there may be consequences if certain instructions are not followed.
	· Listen to information work out which elements are key and make relevant related comments.
· Infer meanings, reasons and make predictions.
	· Listen to complex information and identify key elements and make relevant related comments.
· Actively use inference prediction and reasoning skills by looking for the underlying meaning of what has been said.
	Understand the key parts made by a number of speakers and to compare different points of view.
· Appreciate sarcasm when it is obvious.

	Ask relevant questions to extend their understanding and knowledge.
	· To begin to understand why and how questions.
· Asks who, what, when and how.
· To comment and ask questions about aspects of their familiar world such as the place they live or the natural world.
	· Ask questions to find out things using ‘how’ and ‘why’ when prompted.
· Be aware when they haven’t understood something and be able to say for example ‘I don’t understand’

	· Ask a range of different types of questions to find out specific information including ‘how’ and ‘why’
· Recognise when a message is not clear and be able to provide some information about why.

	· Ask a range of different types of questions to find out specific information including ‘how’ and ‘why’.
· Be aware when they haven’t understood something because of the vocabulary used and ask a general clarification question.
	· Able to use a series of questions to keep conversation flowing.
· Be aware when they can’t remember and ask for an explanation.
	· Use follow up questions linked to answers that have just been given.
· Ask clarification questions that require the speaker to elaborate on what they have said.
	· Understand and use different types of questions open, closed rhetorical.
· Identify clearly when they haven’t understood and be specific about what additional information they need.

	Use relevant strategies to build vocabulary.
	· Use vocabulary focused on objects and people that are of particular importance to them.
· Build vocabulary that reflects breadth of their experiences.
	· Able to group and name members of categories and to suggest possible category names.
· Able to guess the word from clues or give other clues using shape, size function etc with support.
	· Recognise when they haven’t understood a word or words and be able to provide some information about why.
· Able to compare words by the way they look, sound or their meaning for example bare/bear two/to/too and begin to comment on this.
	· Experiment with new vocabulary in different contexts to test out understanding and to learn from mistakes.
	· Identify clearly when they haven’t understood/ can’t remember specific vocabulary and can ask questions to clarify their understanding.
	· Incorporate topic vocabulary into their written and spoken word.
	· Use academic vocabulary (i.e. Tier two words) but the meaning may not always be accurate.

	Articulate and justify answers arguments and opinions.
	· To confidently speak to others about own needs wants interests and opinions.
· To speak confidently in a small group and talk about their ideas.
	· Use language consistently to express likes and dislikes.
	· Use simple conjunctions to justify or explain something.
	· Give reasons and explanations for choices and viewpoints in class discussions.
	· Use complex grammar sentences effectively to clarify summarise explain choices and plan.
	· Able to use complex sentences and link by meaning to present ideas logically.
	· Able to use language to negotiate with other, to explain options available and to predict possible outcomes.

	Give well-structured descriptions, explanations and narratives for different purposes  including for expressing feeling.
	· To follow a story without picture or props.
· To answer why and how questions about their experiences and in response to stories and events.
· To introduce a storyline or narrative in to their play.
· To develop their own narratives by connecting ideas and events.
· Able to join sentences using and or because.
· Use talk to organise sequence and clarify thinking, ideas, feelings and events.
	· Able to use early story language.

	· Include a subplot in telling stories and recalling events before resolving the main storyline.
· Present a point to view using persuasive language.

	· Tell an elaborate entertaining story which are full of detailed descriptions.
· Share ideas and information give and receive advice, offer and take notice of the opinions of others.
· Use long and complex sentence structures in class and in other situations.

	Maintain attention and participate actively in collaborative conversations staying on topic and initiating and responding to comments.
	· To maintain attention, concentrate and sit quietly during appropriate activity.
· To have two channelled attention-can listen and do for a short span.
· To give their attention to what others say and respond appropriately while engaged in another activity.
	· To maintain attention, participate in conversation and small groups providing there are minimal external distractions.
· Attention and participation in larger groups is sustained for most of the activity. 
	· Take turns to talk, listen and respond in two-way conversations and groups.
	· Able to initiate in conversations with unfamiliar adults (in school or in a safe in environment) and pupils.
	· Able to sustain a conversation by giving reasons and explaining choices and views.
	· Able to use and respond to a range of strategies such as  asking questions  or making relevant comments to keep a conversation flowing.
	· Able to share ideas and information, give and recieve advice, offer and take notice of the opinion of others. 

	Use spoken language to develop understanding through speculating, hypothesising, imagining.
